Daily health check:

Parents and caregivers must assess their child daily for symptoms of common cold, influenza, COVID-19, or other infectious respiratory disease before sending them to school. If a child has any symptoms, they must NOT come to school. You will be asked to pick up your child if they develop symptoms at school. If you are working, please organize an alternate person to pick up and care for your child.

Masks:

The PHO Order – Face Coverings requires all students, staff, and visitors to wear a mask indoors at school. Everyone who is able to (i.e., does not have a mask exemption) must wear a mask. Disposable non-medical masks are currently provided if a student does not have a mask. To cut down on waste, we would like to ask that you send your child to school with a properly fitting mask, and if possible, a back-up mask.

It is expected that everyone accessing our facility adheres to the guidelines to the best of their ability so that we can all enjoy a happy and healthy school year. Our Health and Safety Plan is a working document that continues to be adjusted accordingly as new or updated information becomes available from the Provincial Health Office or the Ministry of Education. January updates to our plan include enhanced focus on Daily Health Checks to be done at home before the school day for staff and students, stay home if sick, arranging physical space of the classroom to maximize space, limiting access for visitors, and pivoting to alternative delivery systems if necessary. We recognize there could be times in the remainder of this school year when there will be temporary shifts in how or where some students learn. Your communication with us about your child’s learning (and at times their health) will help us all move forward together in a good way. Our bus, lunch program, and the school bell schedule will operate as normal. Please send your child to school dressed to be outside. We can begin snowshoeing and cross-country skiing!
